With only 8 games separating 1% fi 8™ place, the last week of the spring 301 session saw a wild re-arrangement of team positions. Sandy
Martinis team managed to leap frog both Sarah Kiihneis and Gene Hugis team to take 1%, and Scott Milleris team managed to move from 7% place
to 4™ in a strange match in which neither team seemed to want to win the games, but for whatever reason, Glen Schwanzis team only ended up
winning one game. It was plain ugly.

In the Cricket Doubles Tournament Eddie Donaldson and Sandy Martin met Sam Spicka and new comer to OSC darts, Al Stephens, in the
Quarter finals, Eddie and Sandy ended up sending Sammy and Al to the losers bracket. Eddie and Sandy then took on Mike Martin (no relation to
Sandy) and Bob Beck and sent them to the losers bracket as well. Sam and Al cruised through the other Quarter final losers Randy Smith and
Sharon Welch, who ended up in 4™ place, and then though Mike Martin and Bob Beck, who ended in 3" spot. After giving up both final matches,
team Eddie Donaldson and Sandy Martin ended up in 2" place, and Sam Spicka and Al Stephens finished off an impressive run to take 1 place.

The 301 Team Tournament saw Team Sarah Kiihne and Team Sandy Martin march through the winners bracket, Team Kiihne having
dispatched Team Kevin Adams and Team Martin defeating Team Gene Hugis team in the quarter finals. Team Adams and Team Hug later met in the
losers bracket where Team Adams defeated Team Hug, who ended up in 4" place. Sandy Martinis team pulled a slightly surprising upset over
Team Sarah Kiihne in the semi-final round, sending them to a dual with Team Adams. Team Kiihne prevailed sending them back to battle with
Team Martin where Team Kiihne then managed to win twice in a row to take the Tournament honors.

In the 14" semi-annual Miller Invitational Tournament, an individual tournament in which the top 16 players in the 301 league that want to
play are invited. On each board played, only the player with the worst score at the end of the game is eliminated. This yearis winner was relative
new comer to OSC darts, Mark Kiihne, (aka, Not Billig) in only his 2" ever appearance in the tournament (he was beat in the first round last fall).
Mark had a solid win over 2" place, Dave Billig, who made this his 10" trip to the finals (only missing 4 finals ever!?), Ron Walton finished 3™ for
the 2" time in a row (3" final ever), and Greg Turnquist, in his 13" appearance in the tournament returned to the final match after missing the
finals for the past 9 tournaments (4.5 years) to finish 4™ for the 3 time out of 3 total trips to the finals.

For the Most Improved players for the season, in 301 we had Kathy Walton improving 6.54% from a 13.61 ppd to a nice 14.5 ppd, and
Mark Kiihne improved by 9.27% from a 19.41 ppd to a big 21.21 ppd. Honorable mentions go to Tim White, Kathy Anthes and Deb Bylund, all
improving by .80 or more ppd.

For the Most Improved players in Cricket, I, Diane Miller jumped from a 1.19 MPR to a 1.24 MPR for a 4.2% improvement, and Bob
Beck went from a 1.12 to a 1.23 for a 9.82% improvement. Honorable mentions go to Sam Spicka improving from a 2.55 to a 2.64, a 3.53%
improvement.

I would like to thank everyone who has helped make darts successful for the past several years, it has been both a challenging and rewarding
experience; but it wouldnit have been possible without the large contingency of dependable, core people who make up the two dart leagues. So, to

everyone who has played, thank you.
